CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY 
AGREEMENT SELL REAL ESTATE 

 

 

THIS AGREEMENT entered into on the _____ day of _________, 2016 by and between, 
The City of Arkansas City, hereinafter referred to as "Seller", and Chris Kabo, LLC, hereinafter collectively 
referred to as "Buyer".  

1. PROPERTY PURCHASED: In consideration of the mutual promises herein contained, the Seller 
agrees to sell, and the Buyer agrees to buy, in accordance with the terms and conditions of this 
Agreement, the following described Real Property, Situated in the City of Arkansas City, the 
County of Cowley, and the State of Kansas, commonly known as 1012 E. Tyler, and legally 
described as follows: 
 

Lots 6 through 11 and East 50 feet of Lot 12, Block 11, 

Hill Addition to the  City of Arkansas City, Kansas 

Together with all the improvements thereon, all privileges, appurtenances, and easements, but not 
including mineral rights which shall be retained by Seller. 

2. PRICE AND TERMS: Buyer hereby agrees to pay Seller $500.00 to purchase said property, 
payable in full in legal, negotiable tender at the time of Closing and contemporaneous execution 
of a Quit Claim Deed transferring the property to Buyer.   Buyer shall pay all closing costs and 
other costs required to complete the transaction, including any costs of obtaining financing to 
pay the purchase price if required.   

3. EVIDENCE OF TITLE: Buyer may purchase title insurance for the property, at its own cost and 
expense.   

4. SELLER'S CERTIFICATION: Seller certifies to Buyer that Seller holds good and sufficient title to 
the Property, and may legally transfer ownership of the property to Buyer.  Seller further 
certifies the property is subject to no liens or special assessments, and there are no defects of 
title or otherwise on the property.  Seller makes no further warranties or assurances regarding 
the property, its condition, or its improvements, and sells the property “as is”.  Should Buyer 
discover a defect in the property after closing, Buyer recognizes and agrees that it shall have no 
recourse or cause of action against Seller. 

5. INSPECTION: Buyer may obtain any inspections on the property at its own cost and expense.    
6. CONVEYANCE AND CLOSING: Closing shall occur on or before June 1, 2016. 
7. PRORATIONS: Seller shall pay all taxes and special assessments accrued, due and/or owing for 

the year 2016 and prior, up to the date of closing.  Buyer shall pay all taxes due and owing from 
and after the date of closing.   

8. FEES AND COSTS:  In addition to the purchase price, Buyer shall pay all appraisal fees, Closing 
fees, title insurance costs, and filing fees to effectuate the Closing and transfer of property 
contemplated hereunder. 

9. DEFAULT: It is expressly agreed that upon the event of any default or failure on the part of the 
Buyer or Seller, to comply with the terms and conditions of this contract, the other party may 
bring a suit to require the other to comply with the terms of this Agreement.  In such a case, the 
prevailing party shall be entitled to recover from the other party all costs and fees required to 
effectuate a transfer, including but not limited to, filing fees and attorney fees.  



10. SOLE CONTRACT: The parties agree that this Agreement to Purchase constitutes their entire 
agreement and that no oral or implied agreement exists. Any amendments to this Contract shall 
be made in writing, signed by all parties and copies shall be attached to all copies of the original 
Purchase Contract. The terms and conditions of this Contract are to apply to and bind and inure 
to the benefit of the heirs, executors, administrators, successors, and assigns of the respective 
parties. All provisions of this contract shall survive the closing. All parties are advised to seek 
competent advice, unless they fully understand all terms of the contract. Should there be any 
term or condition in this contract that is not in accord with the applicable legal statutes, either 
party may void that portion of the contract by having his lawyer furnish a written opinion stating 
the reason, and citing the proper law or court case.

Authorize the City Manager on behalf of the City of Arkansas City to finalize negotiations and enter into 
the voluntary annexation agreement as presented  with Arkansas City Industries, Inc  for  final approval.  
(Voice Vote) 
 
Description: 
The City, in conjunction with the State of Kansas, has led a large improvement project in Goff Industrial 
Park and Skyline Road to improve and widen roadways, and add to pedestrian safety by adding lighting, 
signage, and sidewalks.  Multiple parcels that receive the benefits of these improvements are not 
located in the City limits however, including those owned by Skyline Corporation and Arkansas City 
Industries, Inc. (ACI).  ACI has recognized this, and wishes to show its support for the City and voluntarily 
annex into the City limits 101 and 102 Goff.  The proposed agreement would allow immediate 
annexation, but phases in the City's additional taxes over a 10 year period.

CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY 
AGREEMENT FOR VOLUNTARY ANNEXATION 

 
 
 
This Agreement, made and entered into on __________________ ____, 

2016, by and between the City of Arkansas City, Kansas a municipal corporation, (hereinafter called “the 
CITY”) and ARKANSAS CITY INDUSTRIES, INC. (hereinafter collectively called “OWNER”) both of whom 
agree as follows: 
 

RECITALS: 
 
A.  CITY has the legal authority to annex parcels into the CITY limits; and 
 
B. Voluntary annexation into City limits is specifically authorized by Kan. Stat. Ann. 12-520(a)(f); 

and 
 

C. CITY seeks to make significant improvements to roadways in and around Goff Industrial Park, to 

better serve the industries located therein; and 

 

D. Multiple parcels within Goff Industrial Park are not located within the City limits; and 

 
E. CITY cannot make those improvements and annex those portions of roadway within Goff 

Industrial Park, unless at least 1 property bordering said roadway is within the City limits; and 
 
F. OWNER owns multiple parcels within Goff Industrial Park, that if included in the City, would 

allow the City to annex certain roadways within the park; and 
 
G. Because OWNER’s properties will benefit from these improvements, OWNER has agreed to 

partner with CITY on this project, by entering into a voluntary annexation agreement for multiple parcels 
located within Goff Industrial Park. 

 
Now, Therefore, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE FOLLOWING terms and conditions, the CITY and 

OWNER agree as follows: 
 
1.     OWNER hereby consents to the annexation into the city limits of the City of Arkansas City, Kansas, 
the following described real property, known as 101 Goff and 102 Goff: 

A tract of land situated in the Southeast Quarter of Section 12, Township 34 South, Range 3 East of the 
6th P.M., all in Arkansas City, Cowley County, Kansas, being more particularly described as follows: 
Commencing at the Southeast Corner of said Southeast Quarter; thence South 89 degrees, 04 minutes, 
45 seconds West (assumed) along the South Line of said Southeast Quarter, a distance of 401.89 feet to 
a point; thence North 00 degrees, 59 minutes, 15 seconds West to the Southeast Corner of a tract of 
land recorded in Book 493, Page 307 at the Cowley County Register of Deeds on the North Right-of-Way 
of Skyline Road; thence North 00 degrees, 59 minutes, 15 seconds West, along the East Line of said 
recorded tract, a distance of 430.00 feet to a point; thence North 25 degrees, 46 minutes, 45 seconds 
East, along the East Line of said recorded tract, a distance of 420.00 feet to a point; thence North 21 
degrees, 48 minutes, 45 seconds East, along the East Line of said recorded tract, a distance of 93.82 feet 
to the Point of Beginning of the herein described tract; thence South 89 degrees, 04 minutes, 45 seconds 
West, parallel with the South Line of said Southeast Quarter, a distance of 967.77 feet to a point; thence 
North 20 degrees, 32 minutes, 56 seconds West, a distance of 101.54 feet to a point; thence North 11 
degrees, 06 minutes, 49 seconds West, a distance of 174.22 feet to a point; thence North 00 degrees, 25 



minutes, 57 seconds West, parallel with the West Line of said Southeast Quarter, a distance of 271.64 
feet to a point on the South Right-of-Way of Goff Industrial Road, as now established; thence North 88 
degrees, 57 minutes, 20 seconds East, along said South Right-of-Way, a distance of 1099.41 feet, more 
or less, to a point on the West Right-of-Way of 61st Road; thence South 00 degrees, 59 minutes, 15 
seconds East, along said West Right-of-Way, a distance of 181.81 feet to a point; thence South 07 
degrees, 32 minutes, 45 seconds West, along said West Right-of-Way, a distance of 303.40 feet to a 
point; thence South 21 degrees, 36 minutes, 12 seconds West, along said West Right-of-Way, a distance 
of 64.10 feet to the Point of Beginning, containing 13.25 acre(s), more or less. 
And 

That part of the Southeast Quarter of Section 12, Township 34 South, Range 3 East of the 6th P.M., lying 
West of 61st Road Right-of-Way, North of Goff Industrial Park Road Right-of-Way, and East of the East 
Right-of-Way of the abandoned St. Louis & San Francisco Railroad; all in Cowley County, Kansas. 
 
Noted on the attached map as numbers 2 and 3, and hereafter collectively referred to as “parcel”. 

2.     OWNER warrants and guarantees that it owns the above-described parcel in fee simple absolute 
with marketable title, and has full legal authority to execute this Agreement.  
 
3.     In consideration of OWNER’s consent to annexation, CITY agrees to rebate a portion of ad valorem 
real estate taxes paid to the CITY for the parcel, pursuant to the following schedule: year 1, 100 percent 
of City ad valorem taxes paid by OWNER to City; year 2, 90 percent of City ad valorem taxes paid by 
OWNER to City; year 3, 80 percent of City ad valorem taxes paid by OWNER to City; year 4, 70 percent of 
City ad valorem taxes paid by OWNER to City; year 5, 60 percent of City ad valorem taxes paid by 
OWNER to City; year 6, 50 percent of City ad valorem taxes paid by OWNER to City; year 7, 40 percent of 
City ad valorem taxes paid by OWNER to City; year 8, 30 percent of City ad valorem taxes paid by 
OWNER to City; year 9, 20 percent of City ad valorem taxes paid by OWNER to City; and year 10, 10 
percent of City ad valorem taxes paid by OWNER to City.  No rebate shall be provided after year 10.  Said 
rebate shall be paid to OWNER by CITY within 60 days after CITY receives OWNER’s full annual tax 
payment from Cowley County, or approximately July of each year.  CITY further shall provide all benefits 
to OWNER of residing within the City limits, including but not necessarily limited to, access to municipal 
water, access to municipal sewer (unless OWNER has a pre-existing septic system), access to fire 
protection, police protection, road maintenance, and trash service. 
 
4.     The annexation will not become effective until after the Governing Body of the City of Arkansas 
City formally approves and adopts the necessary Annexation Ordinance required by Kansas law, and said 
ordinance (or summary thereof) is published one time in the official City newspaper. 

5. This rebate shall only be effective as long as OWNER is the legal owner of record of the parcel.  
Should OWNER sell, gift or otherwise transfer ownership to another party, the rebate provided 
hereunder shall expire as of the date of transfer.  

6. This Agreement shall not be construed to provide for any property tax abatements or other tax 
incentives without the duly authorized approval of the Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City.

Title: 
Consider a Resolution approving the Arkansas City Beautification and Tree Advisory Board’s proposed 
Park Adoption Policy.  (Voice Vote) 
 

Description: 
Last year, many concerned neighborhood residents vocally protested the Parks and Facilities Division’s 
decision to remove aging playground equipment from Catalpa Park, 1824 N. 11th St. 
 
In response to the outcry and at the direction of the City Commission, staff began working with those 
residents and the City’s Beautification and Tree Advisory Board to draft a Park Adoption Policy that 
would allow the residents and/or any other interested parties to “adopt” the park and take care of it. 
 
The policy was drafted in a general form that could be used by any group, business, or organization to 
adopt part or all of any park within the City limits.  It lays out a process for potential adoptees to make 
some kind of proposal that the Beautification and Tree Advisory Board can evaluate on several criteria. 
 
If it finds the adoption proposal acceptable, the Board then would vote to recommend the adoption to 
the City Commission, which could approve it with a resolution passed by a majority voice vote.  The City 
Commission also could vote similarly to revoke any adoption, if the adoptee is not meeting the agreed-
upon terms or has committed some other violation of City policy, such as an unapproved installation. 
 
The remainder of the policy spells out the kinds of activities the City hopes an adoptee would pursue in 
the park, suggestions for the adoptee to consider in its funding proposal, terms of authorization and 
oversight, indemnities and liabilities, and a description of how the Request for Proposal process works.  
It also lays out guidelines for when park renaming rights and/or sponsorships would be considered. 
 
City Manager Nick Hernandez and City Attorney Tamara Niles both have reviewed and approved of this 
policy.  The Beautification and Tree Advisory Board voted 3-0 on March 31 to recommend its adoption. 
 
If the policy is approved, the Beautification and Tree Advisory Board will meet at noon April 29 at 
Catalpa Park to consider an adoption proposal from neighborhood residents, including Allen Fisk and 
Pastor Richard Humphrey, of Ark City Church of the Nazarene.

RESOLUTION APPROVING THE ARKANSAS CITY BEAUTIFICATION AND TREE ADVISORY BOARD’S 
PROPOSED PARK ADOPTION POLICY.   
 
WHEREAS, the City of Arkansas City is blessed with an abundance of beautiful parks and recreation 
areas for its citizens’ enjoyment; and 
 
WHEREAS, the City also faces financial challenges that present difficulties in altering, modifying or 
improving its parks to any significant degree; and 
 
WHEREAS, in the interest of addressing these challenges and finding creative solutions to financing 
improvements, reducing the labor burden on the City’s Parks and Facilities Division (and thus decreasing 
or reallocating the use of tax dollars), and responding to community concerns about the direction and 
maintenance of its public parks, the Governing Body has directed staff to develop a process “adoption” 
of City parks by interested entities, which may take the form of labor, funding or both; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Governing Body, acting upon a recommendation of and in concert with the City 
Beautification and Tree Advisory Board, deems it advisable to adopt the following policy to govern the 
adoption of City parks by interested entities. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE AFORESTATED PREMISES, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS: 
 
SECTION ONE:  That the Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby adopts and implements a 
Park Adoption Policy.  Such Policy is attached hereto and incorporated by reference as if fully set forth 
herein. 
 
SECTION TWO:  That the Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby authorizes the Mayor 
and/or City Manager of the City of Arkansas City to take such further and other necessary actions that 
are required to effectuate the intent and purposes of this Legislative Enactment. 
 
SECTION THREE: This Resolution will be in full force and effect from its date of passage by the City 
Commission of the City of Arkansas City.
