Description: 
The League of Kansas Municipalities has published the Uniform Public Offense Code since 1980. The Uniform 
Public Offense Code is designed to provide a comprehensive public offense ordinance for Kansas cities. It does 
not take effect in a city until the governing body has passed and published an ordinance incorporating it by 
reference.  It generally mirrors Kansas statute and case law, and allows violations of those laws to be 
prosecuted in Arkansas City Municipal Court.  Changes from the 2016 to the 2017 edition include:

 3.8.1  Violation of a Protective Order 
 4.5     Buying Sexual Relations 
 4.5.1  Unlawful Use of a Communication Facility

ORDINANCE NO. 2017-07 
 

AN ORDINANCE ESTABLISHING CRIMINAL CONDUCT WITHIN THE CORPORATE LIMITS OF THE CITY OF 
ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS; INCORPORATING BY REFERENCE THE “STANDARD UNIFORM PUBLIC OFFENSE 
CODE FOR KANSAS CITIES,” EDITION OF 2017, WITH CERTAIN CHANGES AND ADDITIONS; AMENDING THE 
CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY MUNICIPAL CODE TO SO REFLECT; AND REPEALING ORDINANCE NUMBER 2016-09-
4416. 
 
BE IT ORDAINED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS: 
 
Section 1.  INCORPORATING UNIFORM PUBLIC OFFENSE CODE. 
 
There is hereby incorporated by reference for the purpose of establishing criminal conduct within the 
corporate limits of the City of Arkansas City Kansas, that certain standard public offenses known as the 
“Standard Uniform Public Offense Code for Kansas Cities,” Edition of 2017, prepared and published in book 
form by the League of Kansas Municipalities, Topeka, Kansas, save and except such articles, sections, parts or 
portions as are hereafter omitted, deleted, modified or changed herein.  No fewer than one copy of said 
Standard Uniform Public Offense Code for Kansas Cities shall be marked or stamped “Official Copy as Adopted 
by Ordinance No. 2017-07-_____,” with all sections or portions thereof intended to be omitted or changed 
clearly marked to show any such omission or change and to which shall be attached a copy of this ordinance, 
and filed with the city clerk to be open to inspection and available to the public at all reasonable hours.  The 
police department, municipal judge and all administrative departments of the city charged with enforcement of 
the public offense code shall be supplied, at the cost of the city, such number of official copies of such Standard 
Uniform Public Offense Code similarly marked, as may be deemed expedient. 
 
Section 2:  AMENDMENTS TO MUNICIPAL CODE 
 
The Governing Body hereby modifies and amends the Arkansas City Municipal Code Chapter 42, Article II to 
provide additions and modifications to the Standard Uniform Public Offense Code for Kansas Cities as follows 
(new provisions in italics; deleted provisions struck through): 
 
42-19 Title. 
  
            The Standard Uniform Public Offense Code for Kansas Cities, Edition of 2016 17 (hereafter “Standard 
Uniform Public Offense Code”), is incorporated by reference in its entirety and made a part of the Public 
Offense Code of the City of Arkansas City as if fully set forth herein, except as modified or supplemented in this 
Chapter.  
 
Section 3:  DEVIATIONS FROM UNIFORM PUBLIC OFFENSE CODE FOR KANSAS CITIES, EDITION OF 2016 
 
The City of Arkansas City Municipal Code provides additions, exceptions and modifications to certain sections of 
the Uniform Public Offense Code for Kansas Cities, Edition of 2017, which are hereby ratified and confirmed.  As 
described in City of Arkansas City Municipal Code: Uniform Public Offense Code Section 5.8 is amended by 
Municipal Code Section 42-20; Uniform Public Offense Code Section 6.8 is supplanted by Municipal Code 
Section 42-26; Uniform Public Offense Code Section 9.5 is supplanted by Municipal Code Section 42-27; and 
Uniform Public Offense Code Section 10.6 is amended by Municipal Code 42-28.  Further, the Uniform Public 
Offense Code is supplemented with the following Municipal Code Sections: 42-22; 42-23; 42-24; and 42-25. 
 
Section 4:  REPEAL 
 
To the extent any provision(s) of Ordinance number 2016-09-4416 conflicts with or is otherwise specifically 
supplanted by this Ordinance, those provisions of Ordinance number 2016-09-4416 are hereby repealed. 



 
Section 5:  EFFECTIVE DATE 
 
The City Clerk shall make proper publication of this Ordinance, or a summary thereof, in the official City 
newspaper, and shall take effect and be in force from and after said publication.  That the Mayor, City Clerk, 
and/or City Administration of the City of Arkansas City, Cowley County, Kansas, are authorized and directed to 
execute any and all documents necessary to consummate the Legislative purposes and intents as expressed 
herein and if executed by the Mayor (or other person authorized by law to act in the event of the absence or 
inability of the Mayor to act), the City Clerk is directed to attest to and affix the Official Seal of the City thereon.

The June 9, 2017, visit to Arkansas City by a special Amtrak inspection train was a smashing success, with more 
than 300 people turning out to show their support and enthusiasm for passenger rail service.

A RESOLUTION SUPPORTING THE KANSAS LEGISLATURE IN ESTABLISHING PASSENGER RAIL SERVICE IN THE 
STATE OF KANSAS; ENCOURAGING THE LEGISLATURE TO PROVIDE FUNDNG FOR THE EXPANSION OF 
AMTRAK’S HEARTLAND FLYER ROUTE FROM OKLAHOMA CITY TO NEWTON, KANSAS; AND URGING ELECTED 
OFFICIALS TO SUPPORT THIS INITIATIVE AT BOTH THE FEDERAL AND STATE LEVELS. 
 
WHEREAS, Arkansas City, Kansas, has not had passenger rail service since Amtrak’s Lone Star route from 
Chicago to Houston through Kansas City, Wichita and Oklahoma City was discontinued in 1979; and 
 
WHEREAS, passenger rail service was restored to Oklahoma in 1999 with the introduction of the Heartland 
Flyer, which runs daily between Oklahoma City, Oklahoma, and Fort Worth, Texas; and 
 
WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City, Kansas, in 2009 approved Resolution No. 2009-01-
2514, endorsing passenger rail service in the 10-year Statewide Comprehensive Transportation Plan, citing it as 
“essential to the health, safety and welfare of our citizens in the future”; and 
 
WHEREAS, Amtrak in March 2010 completed a Kansas, Missouri, Oklahoma and Texas expansion study, which 
considered four alternatives for Kansas City-Wichita-Oklahoma City-Fort Worth service expansion, two of which 
were identified as “best” by the Kansas, Oklahoma, and Texas departments of transportation and selected for 
further consideration in a 2011 Service Development Plan produced by Parsons Brinckerhoff for the Kansas 
Department of Transportation (KDOT); and 
 
WHEREAS, then-Governor Mark Parkinson in 2010 signed the Kansas Passenger Rail Development Act, which 
establishes a KDOT program with the goal of entering “into agreements with Amtrak, other rail operators, local 
jurisdictions and other states for the purpose of developing passenger rail service, serving Kansas and other 
states interconnected and positioned on a current or proposed route”; and 
 
WHEREAS, the restoration of passenger rail service to Arkansas City could affect hundreds of surrounding 
communities and thus should be an integral part of a comprehensive transportation system for the State of 
Kansas; and 
 
WHEREAS, the 2030 Oklahoma City Area Regional Transportation Study, prepared by the Association of Central 
Oklahoma Governments, makes specific reference to the desirability of a passenger rail system that extends to 
multiple surrounding states, including Kansas, and the Oklahoma Department of Transportation’s 2005-2030 
Statewide Intermodal Transportation Plan also supports this expansion; and 
 
WHEREAS, the expansion of passenger rail service between communities and regions within Kansas, Oklahoma, 
and Texas will establish and strengthen economic development, tourism, job creation, social, historical, 
commercial, and cultural bonds; and 
 
WHEREAS, an integrated passenger rail system will enhance accessibility and reliability of transportation for 
the frail, elderly and disabled populations, as well as provide environmental benefits by reducing harmful 
emissions; and 
 
WHEREAS, the spectacular turnout of more than 300 Ark City-area residents on the morning of June 9, 2017, to 
witness the arrival of a special Amtrak inspection train demonstrates continued and dramatic interest in, and 
excitement and support for, the restoration of passenger rail to Arkansas City, Kansas. 
 
NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE AFORESTATED PREMISES, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE 
GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS: 
 
SECTION ONE:  The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City, Kansas, fully supports the creation of and state 
funding for a comprehensive rail system to serve the State of Kansas, with the ultimate objectives of furthering 



economic opportunity, helping to preserve the environment, improving quality of life, and enhancing public 
health, safety, and welfare for all citizens, communities and regions. 
 
SECTION TWO:  The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City, Kansas, further supports the expansion of 
Amtrak service from Oklahoma City to Wichita, Newton and Kansas City, Kansas, and further asks the Kansas 
Legislature and the United States Congress to pass legislation providing stable funding for passenger rail service 
in the State of Kansas. 
 
SECTION THREE:  The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City, Kansas, hereby directs the City Clerk to mail 
copies of this Resolution and any supporting documentation to Kansas Governor Sam Brownback, U.S. 
Representative Ron Estes, U.S. Senators Jerry Moran and Pat Roberts, State Representatives Anita Judd-Jenkins 
and Ed Trimmer, and State Senator Larry Alley, requesting that they support any grant applications for 
expansion of Amtrak’s Heartland Flyer route through Arkansas City and Wichita to Kansas City, Kansas. 
 
SECTION FOUR:  The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City, Kansas, hereby authorizes City staff of the 
City of Arkansas City, Kansas, to take such further and other necessary actions that are required to effectuate 
the intent and purposes of this Legislative Enactment. 
 
SECTION FIVE: This Resolution shall be in full force and effect from its date of passage by the Governing Body of 
the City of Arkansas City, Kansas.
