Arkansas City Commission Meeting Minutes

Condemnation Proceedings
Eminent Domain
Water Treatment Facility
Resolution No. 2013-07-2834

City Clerk Shook presented for consideration a Resolution deeming it necessary and in the public interests of the
City of Arkansas City, Kansas, to acquire ownership of real estate for a public improvement project to construct a
city building and water treatment facility, by authorizing condemnation proceedings in eminent domain as
provided by law. City Manager Hernandez noted the city is in the process of trying to contact the property
owner, Ms. Dorrell, to discuss the acquisition of property owned by her for the proposed new water treatment
facility. All efforts currently have been unsuccessful; however, the city still needs to continue the process to be
able to survey the property. City Attorney Niles noted the City is.not bound by eminent domain and the process
could be stopped at any time, if a purchase price on the property is set and agreed to by both parties. Following
discussion, Commissioner Tweedy Ill made a motion to consider a Resolution deeming it necessary and in the
public interests of the City of Arkansas City, Kansas, to acquire ownership of real estate for a public
improvement project to construct a city building and water treatment facility, by authorizing condemnation
proceedings in eminent domain as provided by law to. the appropriate property for said use by the City.
Commissioner Snell seconded the motion. Voice Vote was unanimous.in favor of the motion. Mayor Warren
declared the resolution adopted and given Resolution No. 2013-07-2834.

City Manager Updates -

A report came in there was a fire at the old Missouri Pacific Depot west of ADM Mill West on Madison on July
1st. At this point, it looks to be a total-loss. The fire is still under investigation. The owners of the property have
been contacted and are aware of the situation.

ORDINANCE NO. 2013-07-

AN ORDINANCE AUTHORIZING THE VACATING A PORTION OF MEADOWS EDGE SUBDIVISION,
ARKANSAS CITY, COWLEY COUNTY, KANSAS.

WHEREAS, the City of Arkansas City Planning Commission, after providing notice and holding a hearing
pursuant to K.S.A. § 12-504, has considered the proposed vacation, and recommended the City grant the
Petition to vacate; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City, Kansas, after due investigation and
consideration has determined that the nature and extent of the public use and interest to be subserved
is such as to warrant the vacating of the public easement at issue.

NOW THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE AFORESTATED PREMISES, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE
GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS:

SECTION ONE: The property legally described as:

Lots 2-4, Meadows Edge, a subdivision of a tract of land in the southwest quarter of Section 29,
Township 34 South, Range 4 East, Arkansas City, Kansas, including all easements platted adjacent to said
lots

IS HEREBY VACATED.

SECTION TWO: The City Clerk shall make proper publication of this Ordinance which shall be published
one time in the official City newspaper and shall be in full force and effect thirty (30) days after
publication unless one or more interested parties files a written protest before the expiration of such
time with the office of City Clerk. If such written protest is filed, the Governing Body of the City is
required to convene a Public Hearing to consider any and all objections to the proposed Ordinance and,
upon conclusion of the Hearing, is required to either confirm the vacating Ordinance and file the same
with the County Clerk and Register of Deeds office or if not confirmed, the vacating Ordinance shall be
void and have no force and effect.

SECTION THREE: The City Clerk is hereby directed to file a certified copy of this Ordinance with the
offices of the Cowley County Clerk and the Cowley County Register of Deeds office after this Legislation
becomes effective.

Description
Kansas Budget Law requires the governing body adopt a proposed budget that establishes the

The publication must be at least 10 days before a formal budget
hearing is held to hear the public comments on the proposed budget before it's adoption.
