Recognize and congratulate Madeline Pegorsch, Arkansas City’s Outstanding Student Award scholarship
recipient for 2015-2016.

Description:
The Outstanding Student Award program was started in 1984. The City Commission implemented the

program to recognize students who are outstanding examples of academic and civic excellence in our
community. Staff asks teachers, staff or administrators at Arkansas City Middle School, Arkansas City High
School and Cowley College to nominate students they think are qualified for this honor.

Each year, the Outstanding Student Award Committee, appointed by the Mayor and City Commission,
receives all nominations from the three schools. Short, informal interviews are conducted with each
nominee, and the committee then chooses three finalists from each school to represent the nominees.

From the nine finalists, a top student is chosen for each school. Then one of them is chosen to represent
the City of Arkansas City as the Outstanding Student for that year and receive a $1,000 scholarship.

In addition to being an excellent student at Cowley College, this year’s award winner, Madeline “Maddie”
Pegorsch, is a part-time typist through The Arnold Group in the records division at the Arkansas City Police
Department. After she was announced as a winner at the Outstanding Student Banquet on April 18, the
criminal justice major said she loved working for ACPD and would like to come back to work for the
department after graduating from the University of Kansas, even though she is a Winfield native.

A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY TO ENTER INTO A CONTRACT WITH JCI TO
REPLACE THE CLEARWELL BACKWASH PUMP AT THE WATER TREATMENT FACILITY FOR AN AMOUNT
NOT TO EXCEED $42,104.00

WHEREAS, the existing pump has been in operation for the past 13 years and is showing signs of
imminent failure; and

WHEREAS, the Water Treatment Facility needs to backwash pump in order to clean the filters; and

WHEREAS, there is no redundancy or backup pump in place to keep the facility running if a failure were
to occur.

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE AFORESTATED PREMISES, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE
GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS:

SECTION ONE: That the Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby authorizes the Mayor of the
City of Arkansas City to execute a contract with JCI to replace the clearwell backwash pump at the Water
Treatment Facility for an amount not to exceed $42,104.00.

Re: Ctearwell backwash pump replacement 2016 recommendation.

Included in the existing WTP cost probability is the clearwell backwash pump @ 100% probability with
an estimated cost of $60,000.00. The existing clearwell backwash pump has been in service since
2003. During a recent motor replacement on the pump we were unable to remove the motor shaft.
With assistance from JCI techs we were able to make a temporary modification and utilize the existing
US motor shaft on our spare rebuilt GE motor. The discharge head on the existing pump is washed out
and leaking which increases the probability of other problems having developed where the pump
mechanisms have set in chlorinated water for the past 13 years. This pump has to be in service for the
existing WTP to produce potable water for the City.

I have received 4 quotes for pulling the existing pump, fumishing the replacement pump, installing the
replacement pump and start-up. In consideration that we are looking for short term duty from the
replacement pump | recommend utilizing the lowest bid which is JCI at a cost of $42,104.00.
