City Commission of Arkansas City Meeting Minutes

Awards and Proclamations

Mayor Oestmann proclaimed November 2016 as American Music Month in Arkansas City. The proclamation
was issued on behalf of the Arkansas City Music and Dramatics Club, but no representative of the club attended.

Consent Agenda

Commissioner Warren made a motion to approve the consent agenda as presented, including the following:

1. Approving the October 4, 2016, regular meeting minutes as written.

2. Ratifying Resolution No. 2016-10-3051, authorizing the City to approve Addendum No. 2 to the
agreement with Rural Fire District No. 5 to extend the term of that contract to provide fire services.

3. Ratifying Mayor Oestmann’s appointment of James Fry to the Equal Opportunity and Accessibility
Advisory Board.

Commissioner Warren asked how long the rural fire contract was. City Manager Hernandez said four years.

Mayor Oestmann asked if Rural Fire District No. 5 pays the same amount to the City every year. Hernandez said
it shifts from year to year and currently is based on a mill levy of about 7.5 mills.

Commissioner Tweedy seconded the motion. A voice vote was unanimous in favor of the motion. Mayor
Oestmann declared the consent agenda approved.

Old Business
General Provisions for Boards
Ordinance No. 2016-10-4419

City Clerk Shook presented for discussion a second reading of an ordinance modifying Municipal Code Part Il,
Chapters 2, 14 and 38, concerning general provisions for City organizations, including boards, commissions,
committees, councils and task forces.

Public Information Officer Lawson said the ordinance generally was the same as presented a month ago, only
with new language to address the counting of absences and remove staff from making decisions on those issues.

He said the new language will apply equally to all boards. Some of it was borrowed from the Building Trades
Board’s ordinance, but it generally boils down to the discretion of the board chair as to what is excused or not.

Lawson said the people who do not call ahead to let board chairs know they will be absent, then miss multiple
meetings in a row, tend to be unproductive members that the commission needs to replace as soon as it can.

He said he will develop a form that board secretaries can fill out and board chairs can sign, which will be turned
in to him or City Clerk Lesley Shook for the tracking of absences.

Mayor Oestmann asked if this ordinance will help to solve the absence situation and Lawson said he thinks it
will, starting in 2017. If it’s approved, he will start introducing the new rules to the boards in November, he said.

Commissioner Warren liked that the ordinance will place more responsibility and accountability on boards.
Commissioner Tweedy said his only concern was about allowing citizens to serve on more than one board.

Lawson said that co-membership can be an asset, as long as it is not too prevalent. Only three people currently
serve on two boards, and limiting to two should keep enough opportunities available to interested citizens.

Otherwise, he said, staff might have to fill 79 seats with 79 different people, but face a recruiting disadvantage
by having to tell people they only can be on one narrowly focused board and not satisfy multiple interests.

Ultimately, Lawson said, it is up to commissioners to decide who to appoint to more than one board, if anyone.

Mayor Oestmann said he liked the ability to appoint people to boards who live outside of the City limits, in order
to bring different perspectives. The South Central Kansas Medical Center Board of Trustees was highlighted.

Lawson suggested striking the residency requirement and instead placing it in the bylaw language of individual
boards where appropriate and/or necessary, such as for the Planning Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals.

City Manager Hernandez suggested eventually transitioning the SCKMC Board of Trustees to where it would
have three Arkansas City representatives, three Winfield representatives and three from the county at large.

He said he thinks William Newton Hospital is scared of taking over SCKMC’s debt, but if WNH comes to realize
that the debt is taken care of and correct information can filter down through the board, cooperation can occur.

Mayor Oestmann made a motion to approve the ordinance, contingent on removing the residency requirement
for board members. Commissioner Welch seconded the motion. A roll call vote was unanimous in favor of the
motion. Mayor Oestmann declared the ordinance approved and given Ordinance No. 2016-10-4419.

New Business
Burford/CVB Parking Lot Adoption
Resolution No. 2016-10-3052

City Clerk Shook presented for discussion a resolution approving a recommendation of the Beautification and
Tree Advisory Board to initiate an adoption contract for one year with the Arkansas City Convention and Visitors
Bureau and the Friends of the Burford for the City-owned parking lot at A Street and Central Avenue.

Public Information Officer Lawson said Burford volunteer Virginia Lamb wants to plant crape myrtles and
ornamental grasses in the rock planting areas around the parking lot. Tree trimming also is part of the proposal.

The City will spray for weeds in the alley each spring and possibly provide crushed rock to refill the planting beds.

He said the volunteer cleanup effort prior to the opening of the Burford was a big success and the volunteers
propose to do this annually or even quarterly, with some City assistance. This just formalizes that cooperation.

He said the Beautification Board informally approved the proposal September 12 and voted 4-0 on September 29
to formally recommend it to the City Commission. This would be the first adoption under the adoption policy.

Lawson said all of the interest thus far has been for planting beds in City-owned parking lots, not City parks, and
thus the policy had been re-termed a “public land adoption policy,” instead of just a “park adoption policy.”

This is a “trial” adoption for one year and thus no budget or cost promises are being required of the adoptees.

Commissioner Warren said he thought it was a great idea and it will clean the property up a lot. Hernandez said
he thinks this is a good example of public cooperation, as discussed at the prior night’s town hall meeting.

Commissioner Tweedy asked if there was a plan to eliminate the Bradford trees along the alley. Hernandez said
they would remain, although some trees would have to be trimmed periodically, which already had been done.

Commissioner Warren made a motion to approve the resolution. Commissioner Tweedy seconded the motion.

Hernandez mentioned that future adoptions could include the planting beds opposite First Presbyterian Church
and restoration improvements to the lion statue at Paris Park, which could require moving the statue for a while.

A voice vote was unanimous in favor of the motion. Mayor Oestmann declared the resolution approved and

given Resolution No. 2016-10-3052.

Mowing Special Assessments
Ordinance No. 2016-10-4420

City Clerk Shook presented for discussion a first reading of an ordinance levying various special assessments for
unpaid charges for code enforcement activities, including weed mowing.

Mayor Oestmann asked if the assessments were for work the City already has done. City Manager Hernandez
and Shook said they were for all work performed in 2015 and 2016.

Mayor Oestmann asked why the charge was so high for one particular property. Neighborhood Services
Superintendent Brown said it was because the property had to be mowed multiple times, despite City letters.

City Manager Hernandez said the minimum charge is $100. Brown said that can increase due to other factors.
Commissioner Warren asked City Attorney Niles if all of the owners had been notified properly. She said yes.

Commissioner Tweedy asked if any of the properties were on the list of dangerous structures or those being
monitored for such. Hernandez and Brown said many of the lots are where houses already had been torn down.

Commissioner Tweedy asked about the chances of recovery of expenditures after demolition. Niles said they
were very low, unless a house still is in place, because the property has lost value and usually is sold at tax sale.
Other properties have better odds because owners would rather pay than risk losing their homes to foreclosure.

Commissioner Warren made a motion to approve the ordinance. Commissioner Tweedy seconded the motion.

A roll call vote was unanimous in favor of the motion. Mayor Oestmann declared the ordinance approved and
given Ordinance No. 2016-10-4420.
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Property Maintenance Violations
Ordinance No. 2016-10-4421

City Clerk Shook presented for discussion a first reading of an ordinance levying various special assessments for
unpaid charges for property maintenance violations.

Commissioner Warren made a motion to approve the ordinance. Commissioner Tweedy seconded the motion.
A roll call vote was unanimous in favor of the motion. Mayor Oestmann declared the ordinance approved and

given Ordinance No. 2016-10-4421.

Certificate of Special Assessment

City Clerk Shook presented for discussion a Certificate of Special Assessment for dangerous structure demolitions.
Commissioner Warren asked why separate motions were needed for the two ordinances and the certificate.

City Attorney Niles said they fall under two different sections of Municipal Code and it was better to do it this way.
Mayor Oestmann made a motion to approve the ordinance. Commissioner Tweedy seconded the motion.

A roll call vote was unanimous in favor of the motion. Mayor Oestmann declared the ordinance approved and

given Ordinance No. 2016-10-4421.

City Manager Updates

City Manager Hernandez said he and Commissioner Warren attended a meeting earlier that day in Wichita
regarding Etzanoa. He thinks it could take decades for the site to develop, but the area keeps growing larger.

Hernandez said the Radio Lane resurfacing project remained on schedule. Assistant Public Works Director
Crandall said the new asphalt overlay would commence later that week, with the project concluding next week.

Hernandez said the intent on the Summit Street project is to fill in or cover up all of the voids, and remove all of
the fencing and traffic control devices, prior to Arkalalah. The City is trying its best to make everything passable.

Mayor Oestmann said many citizens have asked him why it took so long to start the project that it could impact
Arkalalah. Hernandez said the City is at the whim of the contractor and chose to work through it to save money.

Otherwise, he said, all preparations for the Arkalalah Festival are going smoothly and proceeding as scheduled.
He invited the commissioners to participate in the Big Parade on October 29 and possibly ride on the fire engine.
Chief Wolfe said the old fire engine is running well and he is hopeful the Fire Pipe & Drum Band can participate.

Crandall said Goff Industrial Park Road repairs have begun and Andale Ready-Mix is replacing 6,000 square feet.
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Other Business

Commissioner Warren invited everyone to the Kids Voting Kansas forum on October 19 at Arkansas City Middle
School. Eight local legislative and Cowley County Commission candidates will participate in the event.

Adjournment

Commissioner Tweedy moved to adjourn the meeting. Mayor Oestmann seconded the motion. A voice vote
was unanimous in favor of the motion. Mayor Oestmann declared the meeting adjourned at 6:27 p.m.

REAL ESTATE SALES CONTRACT

THIS AGREEMENT is entered into between the City of Winfield, Kansas and the City of Arkansas City,
Kansas, both municipal corporations organized and existing under the laws of the State of Kansas, jointly
owning and operating the Strother Field Airport Industrial Park, dba by Interlocal Agreement as to the Strother
Field Commission (hereafter Seller), and Four County Mental Health Center, Inc. (hereafter Buyer), as follows:
WHEREAS, Seller is title owner of the following described real estate:

Legal description as set forth in Exhibit A
attached hereto and incorporated herein by reference

AND WHEREAS, Buyer currently owns certain improvements located on the above described property
which were previously constructed by Buyer’s predecessor in title, but which are now owned by Buyer, and
Buyer wishes to consolidate its ownership of the improvements with ownership of the underlying fee title to
the real estate.

AND WHEREAS, through a series of agreements, there exists a certain lease and sublease pertaining to
Buyer’s occupancy of the above described real estate with Seller, and a previous assignment of the lease to
Cowley County, Kansas.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and agreements hereinafter contained, the
parties agree to the following:

1. PROPERTY: Seller, in consideration of the covenants and agreements of Buyer hereinafter
contained, agrees to sell and convey unto Buyer, and Buyer agrees to purchase, the following described real
estate:

Legal description attached hereto and incorporated
herein by reference as Exhibit A which shall include all right,

title and interest of Seller in and to the improvements located thereon, if any

except that all gas and mineral rights shall be retained by Seller but not the right to any surface use of the
property for gas and mineral purposes, such as for gas or mineral pump equipment.

2. PURCHASE PRICE: Buyer shall pay Seller the agreed purchase price of $55,000.00 in full at time
of closing.
3. CLOSING DATE: The closing date shall be on or before December 31, 2017, unless otherwise

mutually agreed upon by the parties. A time of closing, Seller shall provide Buyer a good and sufficient

warranty deed for the property.



4, CONTINGENCIES: This agreement is contingent upon the following occurring on or before

closing:

a. Cancellation of the lease agreement between Seller and Buyer dated September 1,
1998 and originally entered into between Seller and Buyer’s predecessor in interest, Cowley County Mental
Health and Counseling Center.

b. Cancellation of the sublease between Seller and Buyer referenced in the document
titled Notice of Lease and Sublease found in Book 601 at Page 589, originally entered into between Seller and
Buyer’s predecessor in title, Cowley County Mental Health and Counseling Center.

C. Cancellation of the assignment of Buyer’s right, title, interest and obligations in the
lease dated September 1, 1998 to Cowley County, Kansas as referenced in the notice of lease and sublease
found in Book 601 at Page 589.

d. Approval by the FAA.

5. TITLE INSURANCE: Buyer, at its own cost and expense, may obtain title insurance on the

property for the benefit of Buyer. Seller shall satisfy all title requirements of the title insurance company and
shall have a reasonable time within which to do so.

6. TAXES: To the extent that the property being sold is subject to ad valorem taxes, ad valorem
taxes for the underlying land, but not any improvements, for 2015 and all prior years shall be paid in full by
Seller. Ad valorem taxes for the underlying land for 2016 shall be prorated through date of closing using the
2015 tax rate as a basis for the computation, if applicable.

7. EXPENSES: Buyer shall be responsible for payment of the title insurance premium, the cost of
preparation of this agreement, any closing fee charged by the closing agent, and all other costs and expenses
incurred in relation to this transaction; except that Seller shall pay its own attorneys fees.

8. BINDING EFFECT: This agreement shall be binding upon the heirs, executors, administrators,

successors and assigns of the parties hereto.

9. FIRST RIGHT OF REFUSAL: Seller shall have a first right of refusal to acquire the property upon

the same terms and conditions offered on any transfer of the property to a third party, and this first right of
refusal shall be noted on the deed of transfer to Buyer.

10. FEDERAL AVIATION ADMINISTRATION REQUIREMENTS: The Federal Aviation Administration




has issued a letter approving this transaction, subject to the following requirements which shall be noted on

the deed of transfer to Buyer:

1. Grantee and any subsequent owner of the property, and their successors and assigns, shall
protect the rights and interests of the public in Strother Field Airport and shall prevent any use
of the property that would constitution an airport hazard. The property shall at all times
comply with all Strother Field Airport/Industrial Park Rules and Regulations, all applicable

covenants and easements, and all Federal Aviation Administration Regulations.

2. Grantee and any subsequent owner of the property, and their successors and assigns, shall
retain, for the use and benefit of the public, the right of flight for the passage of aircraft in the
airspace above the surface of the property, the right for existing and future aircraft to generate

noise in that airspace, and the right to use the airspace to land on or take off from the airport.

3. Grantee and any subsequent owner of the property, and their successors and assigns, shall not
permit/afford access from the subject property onto Strother Field Airport property for

aeronautical purposes.

Consider first reading of a Charter Ordinance amending provisions of Charter Ordinance 17 and 22, regarding
the name, composition, and length of terms of the Convention and Tourism Committee, and amending the
possible uses of the Convention and Tourism Fund. (Roll Call Vote)

Description:
Earlier this year, the Convention and Tourism Committee, which governs the operations of the Arkansas City

Convention and Visitors Bureau, voted to separate from the Arkansas City Area Chamber of Commerce and
become an independent entity residing in the same office location as the Chamber.

The organization was restructured so the Convention and Tourism Specialist (currently Pam Crain) would
answer directly to the Committee and not the Chamber Director.

All CVB functions now are handled directly by Crain and the Committee, six members of which are appointed by
the City Commission. (The seventh is a city commissioner, appointed as a representative.)

During the course of several meetings from June through September, the Committee has discussed the future
direction of the CVB as an independent operation. Committee members and staff agree the first step in a new
working relationship between the City and the CVB is to address the Committee’s bylaws.

Those bylaws are established in Municipal Code Part Il, Chapter 54, Article VII, which establishes the City’s
transient guest tax, provides for the uses of the Convention and Tourism Fund that is funded by said tax, and
establishes the composition, length of terms and procedures of the Committee.

A marked-up copy of this section of Code, which shows the proposed changes, is included in this packet.

Because the bylaws were established by Charter Ordinances 9, 9-A, 9-B and 9-C, which later were replaced by
Charter Ordinance 17, which was further amended by Charter Ordinance 22, any changes to the bylaws will
have to be made by a new Charter Ordinance, requiring an affirmative vote of four city commissioners (two-
thirds majority).

However, City Attorney Tamara Niles has included in this draft Charter Ordinance new language that will make
future changes to the bylaws achievable by simple ordinance, rather than replicating this process.

The seven current members of the Convention and Tourism Committee are Commissioner Charles Tweedy l;
chair Arty Hicks, representing the Arkansas City Area Chamber of Commerce; Shawn Silliman, Dena Ward and
Sara Williams, representing tourism-related businesses; and at-large members Carlla Pike and Liz Shepherd. If
this Ordinance is approved, Hicks would become an at-large member.

Specific section-by-section discussion follows:

SECTION 1 establishes the legal framework by which the City can pass a Charter Ordinance to establish and
regulate the use of a transient guest tax. This language is borrowed from prior Ordinances.

SECTION 2 (Sec. 54-162) merely makes a minor grammatical change.



SECTIONS 3-4 (Sec. 54-165) change the name of the “Tourism and Convention Fund” to the “Convention and
Tourism Fund” to match other usage in the existing Code and keep references more consistent.

SECTION 5 (Sec. 54-166)

e Toreflect its newly independent status from the Chamber of Commerce and better highlight its new
supervisory duties over the Convention and Tourism Specialist, the Committee is requesting to be
renamed as the “Convention and Visitors Bureau Board of Directors.”

e Sub-point (c)(3) modernizes the references to City departments to reflect the current organization
chart and Municipal Code. This had not been done since the last reorganization.

e Sub-point (c)(5) is struck as a result of multiple conversations with parties involved. All agreed that
because Cowley First (the Cowley County Economic Development Partnership) now exists, economic
development functions more appropriately reside with that entity and not the CVB, which should focus
instead on its core mission of promoting conventions and tourism.

SECTION 6 (Sec.54-168) has been amended to more accurately reflect that the seventh member of the
Committee is a city commissioner who is “appointed” through a different process than the other citizen
volunteers. The language about appointment, confirmation and filling vacancies is being struck because it is
duplicative of the recently approved general provisions ordinance.

SECTION 7 (Sec. 54-168)

e The Committee members do not think the Chamber of Commerce should have a specifically designated
representative on the Committee, now that the two entities are standing apart.

e This does not preclude one of the at-large appointments being of someone who represents Chamber
interests, however, similar to the new bylaws for the Historic Preservation Board.

¢ As mentioned, the current Chamber representative would transition to an at-large member.

¢ The Committee members also want to extend the length of their terms from two years to three years.
Inexplicably, term lengths were not specified in any prior Charter Ordinance that staff could find, but
still exist in Municipal Code. This Charter Ordinance would justify that language.

e The transition to three-year terms would be accomplished with new appointments. Once complete,
two new members would be appointed (or existing members reappointed) each year.

¢ The language at the end is being struck because it also is now duplicative of general provisions.

SECTION 8 (Sec. 54-167) makes a minor grammatical change and completes the Fund’s name revision.
SECTIONS 9-10 are standard language in all Charter Ordinances that amend prior Charter Ordinances.

SECTION 11 is City Attorney Niles’ new language. In the future, the above changes could be made by simple
Ordinance, rather than the more complicated and cumbersome Charter Ordinance process.

SECTION 12 gives the timeline for Charter Ordinance implementation, in accordance with Kansas law.

CHARTER ORDINANCE NO. 32

A CHARTER ORDINANCE OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS, AMENDING PROVISIONS OF CHARTER
ORDINANCES 17 AND 22, REGARDING THE NAME, COMPOSITION, AND LENGTH OF TERMS OF THE
CONVENTION AND TOURISM COMMITTEE, AND AMENDING THE POSSIBLE USES OF THE CONVENTION AND
TOURISM FUND.

WHEREAS, K.S.A. 12-1696 to 12-16,101, inclusive, authorizes a levy by cities of a transient guest tax, the
provisions of which are not uniformly applicable to all cities; and

WHEREAS, Article 12, Section 5 of the Constitution of the State of Kansas (the “Act”) provides that cities may
exercise certain home rule powers, including adopting charter ordinances which exempt such cities from
enactments of the Kansas Legislature; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body of the City previously adopted Charter Ordinances 9, 9-A, 9-B, 9-C, 17 and 22,
modifying the application of Kansas statute and, most notably, establishing the composition and powers of the
Convention and Tourism Committee, as well as listing the possible uses of the Convention and Tourism Fund;
and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body desires, by charter ordinance, to provide substitute and additional provisions
regarding the name, composition, and length of terms of the Convention and Tourism Committee, and to
amend the possible uses of the Convention and Tourism Fund.

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE AFORESTATED PREMISES, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE
GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS:

SECTION 1. Election to exempt. The City of Arkansas City, Kansas, a municipal corporation of the second
class, by the power vested in it by Article 12, Section 5 of the Constitution of the State of
Kansas, hereby elects to exempt itself from and make inapplicable to it the provisions of K.S.A.
12-1696 to 12-16,101, inclusive, except and deleting from the charter ordinance subsection (c)
of K.S.A. 12-1697, subsections (a), (b), (c) of K.S.A. 12-1698, and where exempt to provide
substitute and additional provisions as hereinafter set forth in this ordinance. The referenced
provisions are either enactments or parts thereof which are applicable to this city, but are not
applicable uniformly to all cities.

SECTION 2. The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby modifies Section Two of Charter
Ordinance 17, and by further effect Municipal Code Section 54-162, to read as follows
(additions to Municipal Code in italics; deletions to Municipal Code struck through):

SECTION TWO. As used in this Ordinance, the following words and phrases shall be defined as
follows:

(a) “Person” means an individual, firm, partnership, corporation, joint venture or other
association of persons.

(b) “Hotel or motel” means any structure or building whieh that contains rooms furnished
for the purposes of providing lodging, which may or may not also provide meals,
entertainment, or various other personal services to transient guests and which is kept,
used, maintained, advertised, or held out to the public as a place where sleeping
accommodations are sought for pay or compensation by transient or permanent
guests.



(c) “Transient guest” means a person who occupies a room in a hotel or motel for not
more than 28 consecutive days.

(d) “Hotel or motel business” means any person engaged in the business of renting,
leasing, or letting quarters, sleeping accommodations, rooms, or a part thereof in
connection with any hotel or motel.

(e) “Tourism” means the practice of touring or traveling for recreation, business, or
education.

(f) “Touring” means a trip, excursion, or circular journey for business, recreation or
education.

SECTION 3. The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby modifies Section Six of Charter
Ordinance 17, and by further effect Municipal Code Section 54-165, to read as follows
(additions to Municipal Code in italics; deletions to Municipal Code struck through):

SECTION SIX. The tax levied and collected pursuant to Section 3 of this ordinance shall become
due and payable in a manner prescribed by K.S.A. 12-1698, and amendments thereto,
except that all taxes remaining after the two (2) percent deduction for expenses of the
Kansas Department of Revenue in administration and enforcement of the collection
thereof shall be remitted to the City of Arkansas City, Kansas, and shall be credited to
the “Feurism-and Convention and Tourism Fund” hereinafter established and shall only
be expended out of said fund as hereinafter provided.

SECTION 4. The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby modifies Section Seven of Charter
Ordinance 17, and by further effect Municipal Code Section 54-165, to read as follows
(additions to Municipal Code in italics; deletions to Municipal Code struck through):

SECTION SEVEN. A “Feurismr—and Convention and Tourism Fund” is hereby established to
receive disbursements of money from the Secretary of Revenue of the State of Kansas,
as provided in subsection (d) of K.S.A. 12-1698.

SECTION 5. The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby modifies Section Eight of Charter
Ordinance 17, and by further effect Municipal Code Section 54-166, to read as follows
(additions to Municipal Code in italics; deletions to Municipal Code struck through):

SECTION EIGHT. Moneys in the “Foeurism-and Convention and Tourism Fund” shak only shall be
expended as follows:

(a) The Convention and Feurism-Committee Visitors Bureau Board of Directors hereinafter
established shall annually consider annually all requests for expenditure of transient
guest tax funds; and shall prepare a budget of expenditures for each year to be
submitted to the Governing Body for its approval.

(b) The Governing Body shall consider the expenditures proposed from the Feurism—and
Convention and Tourism Fund by the Convention and Feurismn—Committee Visitors
Bureau Board of Directors, and shall adopt a budget of such expenditures which may
vary from the proposal of the Convention and Feurism—Cemmittee Visitors Bureau
Board of Directors in the discretion of the Governing Body. The Governing Body may at
any time seek further advice and recommendations from the Convention and Feurism
Committee Visitors Bureau Board of Directors regarding such expenditures, but
reserves the exclusive authority to make final decisions efthem.

To operate or contract with any agency, organization, or group of firms to
operate a bureau to promote conventions and tourism within the City and its
environs;

To provide for the operation, maintenance, expansion or development of City
facilities connected with conventions and tourism;

To defray the cost of providing municipal services to convention and tourism
functions, including police, fire and emergency medical services, street
department public works or parks and facilities functions; and/or

To create innovative projects and activities promoting conventions and
tourisms.

All expenditures of such funds shall be paid to vendors of services or materials through
the City offices in the same manner as other City operating accounts.

SECTION 6. The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby modifies Section Nine of Charter
Ordinance 17, and by further effect Municipal Code Section 54-168, to read as follows
(additions to Municipal Code in italics; deletions to Municipal Code struck through):

SECTION NINE. A “Convention and Feurism—-Cemmittee Visitors Bureau Board of Directors” is
hereby established to advise the Governing Body, and make recommendations
concerning programs and expenditures for conventions and tourism. The eommittee
Board shall consist of seven—{ZA) six (6) members, appeinted—by—the Mayorand

SECTION 7. The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby modifies Section Ten of Charter
Ordinance 22, and by further effect Municipal Code Section 54-168, to read as follows
(additions to Municipal Code in italics; deletions to Municipal Code struck through):

SECTION TEN. Membership on the eemmittee Board shall be as follows:

A Member of the City-Commission
1
One (1) Member Governing Body
Three (3) Members Public at Large
I Member Chamberof CommerceRepresentative
Owners or Operators of Hotels, Motels,
Three (3) Members Related Businesses or Tourist Attractions




SECTION 8. The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby modifies Section Eleven of Charter
Ordinance 17, and by further effect Municipal Code Section 54-167, to read as follows
(additions to Municipal Code in italics; deletions to Municipal Code struck through):

SECTION ELEVEN. That the City of Arkansas City shall have authority to contract for the
expenditure meneys monies from the Feurism-and Convention and Tourism Fund.

SECTION 9. Repeal. To the extent this Charter Ordinance conflicts with any prior legislation adopted by
the City, including any provision contained in Charter Ordinances 9, 9-A, 9-B, 9-C, 17 and/or 22,
conflicting provisions of any and all prior legislation are hereby repealed. Otherwise, any
provision not repealed herein or by any other charter ordinance is hereby ratified and
confirmed.

SECTION 10. Severability. If any provision or section of this Charter Ordinance is deemed or ruled
unconstitutional, or otherwise illegal or invalid, by any court of competent jurisdiction, such
ruling shall not affect or otherwise invalidate any other provision contained within this
Ordinance.

SECTION 11. Further Amendment. Municipal Code provisions created or amended by this Charter
Ordinance, or the Charter Ordinances referenced herein, may be amended by regular
ordinance, as adopted by a majority of a quorum of the Governing Body.

SECTION 12. Publication and Effective Date. This Charter Ordinance shall be published once a week for
two consecutive weeks in the official City newspaper, and shall take effect sixty (60) days after
final publication, unless a petition signed by a number of electors of the City equal to not less
than ten percent (10%) of the number of electors who voted at the last preceding regular City
election shall be filed in the office of the City Clerk, demanding that this Charter Ordinance be
submitted to a vote of the electors, in which event this Charter Ordinance shall take effect
when approved by a majority of the electors voting at an election held for such a purpose.
Once this Charter Ordinance becomes effective, a certified copy of this Charter Ordinance shall
be sent to the Kansas Secretary of State.

PASSED AND ORDAINED by the Governing Body of the City, with not less than two-thirds of the members-elect
of the Governing Body voting in favor thereof, this___ day of November 2016, and signed by the Mayor.
