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The Arkansas City Board of City Commissioners met in regular session on Tuesday April 7, 2015, at 5:30 p.m. in 
the Commission Chambers at City Hall.  Those present at roll call were Commissioners Jean Snell, Charles 
Tweedy III, Jay Warren, and Mayor Chad Giles.  Absent at roll call was Commissioner Dan Jurkovich.  Also 
present at roll call were City Manager Nick Hernandez, City Attorney Tamara Niles, Public Works Director Eric 
Broce, Fire Chief Bobby Wolfe, Police Chief Dan Ward, Police Captain Mark McCaslin, Finance Director Kathy 
Cornwell, and City Clerk Lesley Shook. 
 
Commissioner Warren offered the opening prayer. 
 
Commissioner Jurkovich arrived at the meeting. 
 
Mayor Giles led the pledge of allegiance. 
 
Agenda Additions/Deletions and Approval  
 
Commissioner Tweedy III moved to approve the agenda.  Commissioner Jurkovich seconded the motion. Voice 
vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.  Mayor Giles declared the agenda approved.

Voice vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.  Mayor Giles declared the consent agenda approved. 
 
Old Business 

Contract Agreement 
1.5 MG Water Storage Tank 

Resolution No. 2015-04-2955 
 
City Clerk Shook presented for consideration a resolution authorizing the City of Arkansas City to enter into a 
contract agreement with Preload, Inc. for the construction of a 1.5 Million Gallon Water Storage Tank for an 
amount not to exceed $1,700,000.00, contingent upon review and approval from the Kansas Department of 
Health and Environment tabled from the March 17, 2015 meeting.  Public Works Director Broce thanked the 
commission for their continued support for this project.  He noted after several in depth studies, research, and 
engineering, the city made the decision two years ago to construct a new water treatment plant as the best long 
term solution.  Since that time, engineers have assisted the city with considerable project cost saving over the 
preliminary plant design presented by CDM.   Consultants from Burns & McDonnell were present at the meeting 
to answer any questions.  The Burns & McDonnell team has provided exceptional engineering and potential cost 
savings to the city.  The overall project will be split into three main construction phases; 1) construct the 1.5 
million gallon water storage tank, 2) the water treatment facility, and 3) disposal pipeline to the wastewater 
treatment plant.  Public Works Director Broce noted there are a couple of things that have been added since the 
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presentation on March 17, 2015; 1) picture of the proposed storage tank and site plan,  2) it was originally 
proposed that a motion include “contingent upon review and approval from the Kansas Department of Health 
and Environment”.  Staff recently sent the bid documentation to KDHE for review and have since received a 
letter from them authorizing the city to award the contact to the successful bidder.  He noted all costs for this 
phase on construction would be eligible for reimbursement through the city’s existing loan agreement with 
KDHE at 2.7%.  Mell Kuhn 521 W. Kansas, Alan Dykes 423 N. 4th Street, Connie Dykes 423 N. 4th Street, Michelle 
Dykes 423 N. 4th Street, Jenifer Ratcliff 526 E. Poplar, Steven Walker 922 N. 12th Street, Brandon Every 19 Pin Oak 
Dr, Vicki Jackson 1201 N. 1st, Fred Loehrs 324 Warren Way, and Jerry Van-Den-Hul 314 N. 8th Street, each 
addressed the commission regarding this topic.  Following discussion, Commissioner Tweedy III moved  to 
approve the resolution authorizing the City of Arkansas City to enter into a contract agreement with Preload, 
Inc. for the construction of a 1.5 Million Gallon Water Storage Tank for an amount not to exceed $1,700,000.00.  
Commissioner Snell seconded the motion.  Voice Vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.  Mayor Giles 
declared the resolution adopted and given Resolution No. 2015-04-2955. 
 
New Business 

Amend Pay Ordinance  
Ordinance No. 2015-04-4384 

 
City Clerk Shook presented for consideration first reading of an ordinance amending Ordinance No. 2014-12-
4376 regarding the City’s  Compensation Plan.  City Manager Hernandez noted this is a plan that has been 
discussed for the last several years.  Initially the position was a Management Assistant helping the City Manager 
but it was staffs decision that the position would be better utilized as a Public Information Officer responsible 
for newspaper articles, newsletters, facts sheets on certain issues, the City’s Website, and also addressing 
concerns that may arise.  The position would also be the representative during emergency situations as a point 
of contact for the Police and Fire department.  Following discussion, Commissioner Jurkovich moved to approve 
on first reading the ordinance amending Ordinance No. 2014-12-4376 regarding the City’s  Compensation Plan.   
Commissioner Tweedy III seconded the motion.  Roll call vote resulted in five ayes and no nays.  Mayor Giles 
declared the ordinance adopted and given Ordinance No. 2015-04-4384. 
 

Development Agreement 
Summit Plaza Community Improvement District (CID) 

Resolution No. 2015-04-2956 
 
City Clerk Shook presented for consideration a resolution approving a Development Agreement with Diversified 
Acquisitions, LLC.  City Manager Hernandez noted this development agreement puts in writing everything that 
has already been approved by the commission in the creation of the CID and  how the reimbursement will work.  
Additionally, in exchange for the development agreement, a strip of right-of-way was donated to the City.   
Following discussion, Mayor Giles moved to approve the resolution approving a Development Agreement with 
Diversified Acquisitions, LLC.  Commissioner Warren seconded the motion.  Voice Vote was unanimous in favor 
of the motion.  Mayor Giles declared the resolution adopted and given Resolution No. 2015-04-2956. 
 

Comprehensive Fee Schedule Amendment 
Resolution No. 2015-04-2957 

 
City Clerk Shook presented for consideration a resolution amending the Comprehensive Fee Schedule.  Police 
Captain Mark McCaslin noted the item presented to the commission contains changes to the Comprehensive 
Fee Schedule, specifically addressing Municipal Court sections of the fee schedule for traffic/misc. offenses, 
public offense codes, and traffic infraction fines.  These updates/changes were either omitted, or have since 
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been outdated by changes in Kansas Statutes Annotated (KSA), Uniform Public Offense Code (UPOC), and the 
Standard Traffic Ordinance (STO).  Following discussion, Commissioner Snell moved to approve the resolution 
amending the Comprehensive Fee Schedule.  Commissioner Tweedy III seconded the motion.  Voice Vote was 
unanimous in favor of the motion.  Mayor Giles declared the resolution adopted and given Resolution No. 2015-
04-2957. 

Contract Agreement 
Forestry 5 Ton 6x6 Modifications 

Resolution No. 2015-04-2958 
 
City Clerk Shook presented for consideration a resolution authorizing the City of Arkansas City to enter into a 
contract agreement with 1st Due Emergency Response Solutions for the modification of the Forestry 5 Ton 6X6 
for an amount not to exceed $26,603.00.   Fire Chief Wolfe noted the item presented allows for the modification 
of the 1995 5 ton 6X6 that was received through Forestry back in October.  This vehicle replaced the 1968 Kaiser 
that was taken out of commission this past summer.  Two bids were received with the lowest bid being received 
from 1st Due Emergency Response Solutions. Following discussion, Mayor Giles moved to approve the resolution 
authorizing the City of Arkansas City to enter into a contract agreement with 1st Due Emergency Response 
Solutions for the modification of the Forestry 5 Ton 6X6 for an amount not to exceed $26,603.00.  Commissioner 
Snell seconded the motion.  Voice Vote was unanimous in favor of the motion.  Mayor Giles declared the 
resolution adopted and given Resolution No. 2015-04-2958. 
 
City Manager Updates  
 
Just wrapped up the 50 year regional water planning session for the Equuis Walnut Regional Goal Leadership 
team.  The proposed goals will be submitted to the Kansas Water office of KDHE.  The groups goal was to discuss 
and find what’s important to Wichita, Hutchinson, El Dorado, Cowley County, Winfield, and Arkansas City.  The 
number one item was Education of the citizens in regards to the true value of water, the nutrients, how the 
water quality is changing, and how important it is to conserve for the future.   
 
The polls for the election today are closed and the results for the election will be coming in within the next hour 
or so.   
 
The Skyline project has been delayed as the city needs to be rebid the project since only one bid came and it was 
substantially over the engineers estimate.  The new deadline could be May of 2016 potentially, instead of Fall of 
2015.   
 
The Summit street project from Walnut Street to Kansas Avenue, which was part of the sales tax funds that were 
set aside, is approximately 80% done with the plans and expect the project to go out to bid approximately two 
to three months.  This project will also include the replacement of the water lines and approaches. 
 
The Old hospital project is almost complete. They are hauling in dirt now, leveling off the ground and will replace 
the drives with curb and gutter so there will not be any drive access onto the property.     
 
Other Business   
 
Commissioner Tweedy III noted the zoning board meets at 5:00 p.m. on Monday the 13th, the CVB meets at the 
nature center on noon Thursday, April 9th, Cowley First meets at 8:30 a.m. on Thursday, April 9th at Strother 
Field, The Strother Field commission meets at 5:30 p.m. on Wednesday, April 15th.

BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS: 
 
SECTION ONE:  The Governing Body of the City of Arkansas City hereby authorizes the Mayor of the City 
of Arkansas City to execute Amendment No. 1 with Joint City/Cowley County Board of Health for the 
lease of the City/County Health Department located at 115 E. Radio Lane, Arkansas City.  Such 
Agreement is attached hereto and incorporated by reference as if fully set forth herein.

AMENDMENT NO. 1 
TO LEASE AGREEMENT 

 
This Agreement, made and entered into on __________, by and 
between the City of Arkansas City, Kansas a municipal corporation, 
(hereinafter called ”CITY”) and the Joint City-Cowley County Board Of 
Health, a quasi-governmental entity, organized and existing pursuant 

to K.S.A. 65-201, et seq. ( hereinafter referred to as “City-Cowley County Health Department”) , 
both of whom agree as follows: 
 

RECITALS: 
 

WHEREAS, on the 18th day of July, 2000, CITY and City/County Health Department entered 
into lease of 115 E. Radio Lane, Arkansas City, for placement of a City/County Health 
Department office (hereafter “the Agreement”); and   

 

WHEREAS, the term of that lease expired on December 31, 2014; and on February 17, 2015 
the Commission approved the lease renewal, and 

 

WHEREAS, the parties desire to further amend that agreement to modify some of Lease 
provisions.   

 

Now, Therefore, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE FOLLOWING terms and conditions, CITY and 
City-Cowley County Health Department agree as follows: 
 
ARTICLE 1:  AMENDMENT TO SECTION 1.1 
Section 1.1 of the Agreement is hereby amended to read as follows: 
 

1.1  Granting of Leasehold.  City by these presents hereby rents, leases, and lets unto 
City-Cowley County Health Department and City-Cowley County Health Department hereby 
rents, leases, and hires from City subject to the terms and conditions hereinafter set forth, 
the real property and facilities located at 115 East Radio Lane hereinafter referred to as 
“Premises” or “Facility” thereupon together with any fixtures and equipment located 
within said facilities owned by City, but not including furniture, medical, and other 
equipment owned by the City-Cowley County Health Department, including rights of 
occupancy and possession for a primary term of one (1) year commencing as of January 1, 
2015 and terminating December 31, 2015. The lease may be extended by mutual 
agreement of the City and City-Cowley County Health Department. 

 
ARTICLE 2:  AMENDMENT TO SECTION 3.2 
Section 3.2 of the Agreement is hereby amended to read as follows: 

 
3.2   Standards of Operation.  The City-Cowley County Health Department agrees to 

operate the health facilities in the rendering of a health services for the betterment of the 
citizens of the City and the County according to the best practices applicable to such 



services and in accord to all applicable regulations and requirements. In consideration of 
the benefits provided by the City through the provision of an office for the City-Cowley 
County Health Department, the Department agrees to maintain a range and quality of 
medical, preventive and educational services generally equivalent to those provided by 
public health departments in Kansas for maintaining essential public health services. The 
office shall be staffed with the appropriate personnel as determined by the Cowley County 
Joint Board of Health for providing these essential services. The City recommends 
administrative staff of the City-Cowley Cowley County Health Department dedicate a 
minimum of 16 hours per month to on-site management of the office 

 
If for some reason the City-Cowley County Health Department finds that it cannot 
reasonably comply with this standard of equivalent medical, preventive and educational 
services in its respective offices, it may modify the standard for certain services upon 
mutual written agreement with the City. It is understood that all services except the WIC 
will commence with the effective date of the lease with the latter commencing on or about 
March 1, 2001. 

 
ARTICLE 3: AMENDMENT TO SECTION 5.1 
Section 5.1 of the Agreement is hereby amended to read as follows: 
 

5.1   City-Cowley County Health Department’s Covenants.  The City-Cowley County 
Health Department agrees: 

 
(a)  To use every reasonable precaution in exercising its supervision over the grounds, 
building, and equipment to protect the same from deterioration, vandalism, abuse, etc. to 
the end that the same may be preserved in as good condition as when they were first 
occupied, subject to usual wear and tear and to any destruction or depreciation against 
which the City-Cowley County Health Department could not by the exercise of reasonable 
care and prudence prevent; 
(b)  Maintain, remodel, repair and/or modify, at the City-Cowley County Health 
Department’s own expense, the entire Premises, including but not necessarily limited to, 
the essential structure, its outer and interior walls, its roof and ceilings, its floors, driveways, 
and sidewalks, its mechanical, electrical, and plumbing, provided that all such expenses will 
be approved by the City prior to installation except in the case of emergencies. The City-
Cowley County Health Department may request maintenance assistance or support from 
the City.   

 
This Amendment No. 1 to Lease Agreement shall be effective upon the date of execution of this 
Agreement.  Except as specifically modified herein, all other terms, conditions, exhibits and 
obligations of Lease Agreement remain in full force and effect.
