Consider ratifying Mayor Duane Oestmann’s appointments to various City advisory boards.  (Voice Vote) 
 
Description: 
 

a. The Arkansas City Recreation Commission has recommended that Mike Dobson and Ron Smith be 
reappointed to the Commission.  However, Smith is a resident of Parkerfield and staff thinks it would 
be more appropriate for him to serve as a representative of USD 470, not the City.  One suggestion is 
appoint Kim Hocker, the current at-large representative, in Smith’s place, and then the Rec 
Commission could appoint Smith to replace Hocker.  Applications of interest in the two City positions 
also have been received from Michelle Dykes, Zach Graber and Justin Sparks. 
 

b. There potentially are four appointments that need to be made on the Building Trades Advisory Board.  
The only member whose seat has expired is Carl Bowman.  If he is not reappointed, he would need to 
be replaced by a master or journeyman plumber (no current applicants).  Staff would like to reappoint 
Brian Mayfield, Ken Miller and Leonard Mumford, as well, in order to stagger terms properly.  (These 
men were reappointed last summer to fill unexpired terms.) 

 
c. Ethan Bartlett has expressed interest in being appointed to the Equal Opportunity and Accessibility 

Advisory Board.  Staff anticipates receiving an application prior to the May 16 meeting.  Bartlett is a 
former member of the old Accessibility Advisory Board. 
 

d. Carl Mills does not want to be reappointed to the Planning Commission and Board of Zoning Appeals, 
creating a vacancy on both boards.  Applications have been received from Dale Eggen, Ted Kadau, Sue 
Lancaster and Jill Wineinger.  Lancaster also is a member of the Outstanding Student Award 
Committee.  Wineinger also is a member of the Beautification and Tree Advisory Board. An application 
also was received from Chris Tackett, but if he is appointed to these boards, he will have to resign from 
either the Outstanding Young Student Award Committee or the Public Building Commission. 
 

e. Brian Wells is eligible for reappointment to the Planning Commission, but does not technically meet 
the criteria for a member residing in the 3-mile growth area.  Rather than continuing to maintain two 
eastern residents on the commission, staff recommends appointing a resident of the growth areas to 
the north or west of Arkansas City, to better represent those regions.  No applications have been 
received at this time, but several people have expressed some interest. 
 

f. Staff recommends reappointing Shandon Weston to the Public Building Commission for an additional 
two-year term.  If he is not appointed to the Planning Commission, staff also recommends reappointing 
Chris Tackett to the Public Building Commission.
