RESOLUTION NO. 2017-09-[___ ]

A RESOLUTION OF THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS AMENDING
AND RESTATING RESOLUTION NO. 2017-07-3116 DETERMINING THE ADVISABILITY OF ISSUING
TAXABLE INDUSTRIAL REVENUE BONDS FOR THE PURPOSE OF FINANCING THE ACQUISITION,
CONSTRUCTION AND EQUIPPING OF A DISTRIBUTION FACILITY TO BE LOCATED IN SAID CITY; AND
AUTHORIZING EXECUTION OF RELATED DOCUMENTS

WHEREAS, the City of Arkansas City, Kansas (the "Issuer") desires to promote, stimulate and develop the
general economic welfare and prosperity of the City of Arkansas City, and thereby to further promote, stimulate
and develop the general economic welfare and prosperity of the State of Kansas; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to the provisions of the Kansas Economic Development Revenue Bond Act, as
amended and codified in K.S.A. 12-1740 et seq. (the "Act"), the Issuer is authorized to issue revenue bonds for
such purposes; and

WHEREAS, pursuant to Resolution No. 2017-07-3116 adopted July 11, 2017 (the “Prior Resolution”), the
governing body of the Issuer (the “Governing Body”) found and determined to be advisable and in the interest
and for the welfare of the Issuer and its inhabitants that revenue bonds of the Issuer in the not to exceed principal
amount of $17,500,000 be authorized and issued, in one or more series, to provide funds to pay the costs of the
acquisition, construction and equipping of a distribution facility (the "Project") to be located in the Issuer and to
be leased by the Issuer to KanPak, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company, or assigns; and

WHEREAS, the Governing Body hereby finds and determines that it is necessary to amend and restate the
Prior Resolution to provide for an amended lease structure for the Project.

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT RESOLVED BY THE GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY,
KANSAS:

Section 1. Public Purpose. The governing body of the Issuer hereby confirms its prior determination that
the Project will promote, stimulate and develop the general economic welfare and prosperity of the Issuer, and
thereby further promote, stimulate and develop the general economic welfare and prosperity of the State of
Kansas.

Section 2. Authorization to Acquire Project; Intent to Issue Bonds. The Issuer is authorized to proceed
with the acquisition, construction and equipping of the Project and to issue its revenue bonds in two series in the
not to exceed aggregate principal amount of $17,500,000 (the "Bonds") to pay the costs thereof, subject to
satisfaction of the conditions of issuance set forth herein. One series of Bonds in an aggregate principal amount
of approximately $16,750,000 shall finance the real property portion of the Project, which facility shall be leased
by the Issuer to Wichita Warehouse Realty, LLC, a Kansas limited liability company (the “Tenant”), and subleased
to KanPak, LLC, a Delaware limited liability company (“KanPak”). A second series of Bonds in an aggregate
principal amount of approximately $750,000 shall finance the equipment portion of the Project, which equipment
shall be leased by the Issuer to KanPak.

Section 3. Conditions to Issuance of Bonds. The issuance of the Bonds is subject to: (a) the passage of
an ordinance authorizing the issuance of the Bonds; (b) the successful negotiation of a Trust Indenture, Guaranty
Agreement, Lease, Bond Purchase Agreement or other legal documents necessary to accomplish the issuance of
the Bonds, the terms of which shall be in compliance with the Act and mutually satisfactory to the Issuer, the



Tenant and KanPak; (c) the successful negotiation and sale of the Bonds to a purchaser or purchasers yet to be
determined (the "Purchaser"), which sale shall be the responsibility of the Tenant and not the Issuer; (d) the
receipt of the approving legal opinion of Gilmore & Bell, P.C. ("Bond Counsel") in form acceptable to the Issuer,
the Tenant, KanPak and the Purchaser; (e) the obtaining of all necessary governmental approvals to the issuance
of the Bonds; and (f) the commitment to and payment by the Tenant or KanPak of all expenses relating to the
issuance of the Bonds, including, but not limited to: (i) expenses of the Issuer and the Issuer Attorney; (ii) any
underwriting or placement fees and expenses; (iii) all legal fees and expenses of Bond Counsel; and (iv) all
recording and filing fees, including fees of the Kansas Board of Tax Appeals.

Section 4. Property Tax Exemption. The Issuer hereby determines that pursuant to the provisions of
K.S.A. 79-2013, the Project, to the extent purchased or constructed with the proceeds of the Bonds, should be
exempt from payment of ad valorem property taxes for ten years commencing with the year following the year in
which the Bonds are issued, provided proper application is made therefor; provided no exemption may be
granted from the ad valorem property tax levied by a school district pursuant to the provisions of K.S.A. 72-8801,
and amendments thereto. In making such determination the governing body of the Issuer has conducted the
public hearing and reviewed the analysis of costs and benefits of such exemption required by K.S.A. 12-1749d.
The Tenant is responsible for preparing such application and providing the same to the Issuer for its review and
submission to the State Board of Tax Appeals. The ad valorem property tax abatement herein approved shall be
conditioned upon KanPak occupying the Project for the entire term of the abatement.

Section 5. Sales Tax Exemption. The Governing Body hereby determines that pursuant to the provisions
of K.S.A. 79-3601 et seq. (the “Sales Tax Act”), particularly 79-3606(b) and (d) and other applicable laws, sales of
tangible personal property or services purchased in connection with construction of the Project and financed with
proceeds of the Bonds are entitled to exemption from the tax imposed by the Sales Tax Act; provided proper
application is made therefore. In the event that the Bonds are not issued for any reason, neither the Tenant nor
KanPak will be entitled to a sales tax exemption under the terms of the Sales Tax Act and each will remit to the
State Department of Revenue all sales taxes that were not paid in connection with its portion of the Project due
to reliance on the sales tax exemption certificate granted hereunder.

Section 6. Reliance by Tenant; Limited Liability of Issuer. It is contemplated that in order to expedite
acquisition of the Project and realization of the benefits to be derived thereby, the Tenant and KanPak may incur
temporary indebtedness or expend their own funds to pay costs of the Project prior to the issuance of the Bonds.
Proceeds of Bonds may be used to reimburse the Tenant or KanPak for such expenditures made not more than 60
days prior to the date the Prior Resolution was adopted. The Bonds herein authorized and all interest thereon
shall be paid solely from the revenues to be received by the Issuer from the Project and not from any other fund
or source. The Issuer shall not be obligated on such Bonds in any way, except as herein set out. In the event that
the Bonds are not issued, the Issuer shall have no liability to the Tenant or KanPak.

Section 7. Further Action. The Clerk is hereby authorized to deliver an executed copy of this Resolution
to the Tenant and KanPak. The Mayor, Clerk and other officials and employees of the Issuer, including the Issuer’s
counsel and Bond Counsel, are hereby further authorized and directed to take such other actions as may be
appropriate or desirable to accomplish the purposes of this Resolution, including, but not limited to: (a)
cooperate with the Tenant and KanPak in filing an application for a sales tax exemption certificate with the Kansas
Department of Revenue with respect to Bond-financed property; and (b) execution on behalf of the Issuer of the
information statement regarding the proposed issuance of the Bonds to be filed with the State Board of Tax
Appeals pursuant to the Act.

Section 8. Amendment and Restatement of Prior Resolution. This Resolution is intended to amend and
restate the Prior Resolution. From the date of adoption of this Resolution, the Issuer’s intent with respect to the
issuance of the Bonds will be governed by the provisions of this Resolution.

Section 9. Effective Date. This resolution shall become effective upon adoption by the Governing Body
and shall remain in effect until December 31, 2018, unless extended by affirmative vote of a majority of the
Governing Body.

Consider appointing a new Mayor and Vice Mayor for 2017-19, and recognize and honor the leadership and
service of past mayor Duane Oestmann. (Voice Vote)

Description:

The first order of business for the reorganizing City Commission to consider will be the election of a new Mayor.
In order to ensure legislative familiarity and commission protocol, the selection of a Mayor by the Governing
Body should be of a member not in his or her first year of the current term of office.

Following the election of the new Mayor, the new Mayor will take his or her chair at the center of the dais. The
new Mayor’s first order of business will be to recognize outgoing Mayor Duane Oestmann’s leadership and
contributions to the Commission and the community during his past two years as Mayor.

The next order of business will be to elect a new Vice Mayor, who serves in the capacity of Mayor when the
Mayor is unavailable or absent. Traditionally, the candidate with the third-highest number of votes in the last
municipal election has been elected to this position. That would have been Brandon Every, but due to his
resignation last year, the Commission is free to select whoever it sees fit for Vice Mayor.

However, Staff recommends making this Vice Mayor appointment only until the first meeting in January 2018,
at which time the highest vote-getter in November’s election should be elected as Vice Mayor.

Two years ago, the commissioners indicated they wished to transition to system in which the highest vote-
getter in the most recent election would become mayor one year after his or her swearing-in. This would allow
the second-highest vote-getter to become mayor the following year and provide a bridge of stability through
the next election, when possibly up to three new members could join the commission.

Under this scenario, Duane Oestmann was appointed as mayor for 2016-17, presiding over a total of nine
additional regular meetings due to the change in the electoral calendar by the Kansas Legislature.

Vice Mayor Dan Jurkovich was scheduled to follow him as mayor this year, a term that will last through the
first meeting in January 2019 and span one year in 2018, plus four additional months in 2017.

Following tonight’s final abnormally scheduled transition, all future Mayor terms will be exactly one year long.
These reorganization meetings will be held on the first Tuesday in January of odd-numbered years and on the
second Monday in January of even-numbered years, when new commissioners are sworn in.

The next reorganization meeting will be held Monday, January 8, 2018. New commissioners will be sworn in
that night and new commission representatives to other boards will be selected. A new Vice Mayor may be
selected at that time (preferably the highest vote-getter in November’s election, as directed previously), but
whoever is appointed Mayor tonight will remain in that office through 2018.

ORDINANCE NO. 2017-09-

AN ORDINANCE EXEMPTING THE APPLICATION OF K.S.A. § 41-719(C) TO ALLOW THE CONSUMPTION OF
ALCOHOLIC LIQUOR AT A DESIGNATED AREA OF BEN GIVENS CITY CENTER PARK DURING ARKALALAH, ON
OCTOBER 25 THROUGH OCTOBER 28, 2017.

WHEREAS, The Arkalalah Committee has requested the Governing Body allow it to sponsor a beer garden to
sell and serve alcohol at a designated area downtown during Arkalalah from 11 a.m. until midnight on the
following days: October 25 through October 28, 2017; and

WHEREAS, the event will support Arkalalah; and

WHEREAS, the Arkalalah committee has provided reasonable assurances that it will take all necessary
precautions to ensure the property is used in full compliance with applicable state and local law; and

WHEREAS, in order to use the property in the manner requested, the Governing Body is required by Kansas
statute to adopt an Ordinance specifically exempting the property from the provisions of K.S.A. § 41-719(c),
which prohibits the consumption of alcoholic liquor on public property.

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE AFORESTATED PREMISES, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE
GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS:

SECTION ONE: Notwithstanding any provision of Municipal Code to contrary, the Governing Body of the City of
Arkansas City hereby exempts property located at Ben Givens City Center Park (Northwest corner of Central
and Summit St.), and designated on the attached map (hereafter “the Premises”) from the provisions of K.S.A. §
41-719(c), from 11 a.m. until midnight on the following days: October 25 through October 28, 2017. The
Governing Body hereby grants this exemption as it is a unique opportunity specifically tied to Arkalalah, a
community celebration; it will be fully-contained and have extensive measures in place to provide for security
and extensive monitoring to ensure compliance with Municipal laws; and it will support a quality non-profit
organization providing services solely in Arkansas City. By providing this exemption, the Governing Body
hereby authorizes the Arkalalah committee, or a duly-licensed caterer acting on their behalf, to sell and serve
alcoholic liquor by the drink for consumption on the Premises, subject to the following terms and conditions:

1. The Arkalalah Committee shall take all necessary precautions to ensure compliance with all
other provisions of Arkansas City Municipal Code, including the public offense code.

3. No person under twenty-one (21) years of age shall be allowed within the enclosed area where
alcohol is served. The Arkalalah Committee or its designee shall check photo identification to
ensure no one under the age of 21 enters the area.

4. The Premises must be fully-gated or otherwise enclosed. Any place where the gating or other
enclosure provides an opening for entrance and exit from the Premises must be manned to
ensure no one may leave the fenced premises with an open container of alcohol/cereal malt
beverage.

5. The Arkalalah committee shall not allow a number of persons inside the Premises in excess of
the occupancy load established by approved authorities, if applicable.

6. Arkansas City Area Arts Council, Inc. shall leave the Premises in a same or similar condition as it
existed prior to the exemption dates, and shall remove all gating, trash, seating, portable
toilets, and other supplies from the event; and repair any damage, in a timely fashion.



7. This exemption shall only apply to the interior of the gated Premises and shall not include any
surrounding curtilage.

SECTION TWO: PUBLICATION; EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance, or a summary thereof, shall be published one
time in the official City newspaper, and shall take effect and be in force from and after said publication.

WHEREAS, The Arkalalah Committee has requested the Governing Body allow it to sponsor an event to sell and
serve alcohol at a designated area of Wilson Park during a concert for Arkalalah from 5 p.m. until midnight on
Thursday, October 26, 2017; and

WHEREAS, the event will support Arkalalah; and

WHEREAS, the Arkalalah committee has provided reasonable assurances that it will take all necessary
precautions to ensure the property is used in full compliance with applicable state and local law; and

WHEREAS, in order to use the property in the manner requested, the Governing Body is required by Kansas
statute to adopt an Ordinance specifically exempting the property from the provisions of K.S.A. § 41-719(c),
which prohibits the consumption of alcoholic liquor on public property.

NOW, THEREFORE, IN CONSIDERATION OF THE AFORESTATED PREMISES, BE IT ORDAINED BY THE
GOVERNING BODY OF THE CITY OF ARKANSAS CITY, KANSAS:

SECTION ONE: Notwithstanding any provision of Municipal Code to contrary, the Governing Body of the City of
Arkansas City hereby exempts property located at Wilson Park, and designated on the attached map (hereafter
“the Premises”) from the provisions of K.S.A. § 41-719(c), starting at 5 p.m. until midnight on Thursday, October
26, 2017. The Governing Body hereby grants this exemption as it is a unique opportunity specifically tied to
Arkalalah, a community celebration; it will be fully-contained and have extensive measures in place to provide
for security and extensive monitoring to ensure compliance with Municipal laws; and it will support a quality
non-profit organization providing services solely in Arkansas City. By providing this exemption, the Governing
Body hereby authorizes the Arkalalah committee, or a duly-licensed caterer acting on their behalf, to sell and
serve alcoholic liquor by the drink for consumption on the Premises, subject to the following terms and
conditions:

1. The Arkalalah Committee shall provide security for the event, and shall take all necessary
precautions to ensure compliance with all other provisions of Arkansas City Municipal Code,
including the public offense code.

3. No person under twenty-one (21) years of age shall be served alcohol, and precautions shall be
taken to ensure this does not occur. The Arkalalah Committee or its designee shall check photo
identification and provide wristbands to those over the age of 21, to ensure no one under the
age of 21 is served alcoholic liquor.

4, The Premises must be fully-gated or otherwise enclosed. Any place where the gating or other
enclosure provides an opening for entrance and exit from the Premises must be manned to
ensure no one may leave the fenced premises with an open container of alcohol/cereal malt
beverage.

5. The Arkalalah committee shall not allow a number of persons inside the Premises in excess of
the occupancy load established by approved authorities, if applicable.



6. Arkansas City Area Arts Council, Inc. shall leave the Premises in a same or similar condition as it
existed prior to the exemption dates, and shall remove all gating, trash, seating, portable
toilets, and other supplies from the event; and repair any damage, in a timely fashion.

7. This exemption shall only apply to the interior of the gated Premises and shall not include any
surrounding curtilage.

SECTION TWO: PUBLICATION; EFFECTIVE DATE. This ordinance, or a summary thereof, shall be published one
time in the official City newspaper, and shall take effect and be in force from and after said publication.

While some structures with red tags are structurally unsafe and unsound, a red tag does not necessarily mean a structure is

unsafe or structurally deficient. It just means the property needs special care and attention from the owner so they respond.

The City is trying to encourage sales of red-tagged houses so that new owners will pay the money necessary to fix them up.
